LeadSafe Homes Program-Rhode Island Housing
Rhode Island Housing offers deferred-payment loans to help you eliminate the hazards of lead. There are no monthly payments and no out-of-pocket expenses. The loans must be repaid if you sell or transfer ownership of the property, and in some cases, if you refinance your home.

LeadSafe Homes are affordable, with rates of 0 to 3 percent. There are no application fees or other charges. You will also get $2,000 off your loan just for attending a free LeadSafe Home class.

DO I QUALIFY?

If your home was built before 1978 and a child younger than six years old lives or regularly stays at your home, you may be eligible. All borrowers must have clear title to the property and property taxes must be current.

Single-family homeowners

To find out if your household income meets federal or state eligibility guidelines, call 401 450-1350

Multi-family homeowners

If you have fewer than five rental units, all tenants must meet federal income eligibility guidelines. If you have more than five rental units, 80 percent of tenants must meet income eligibility guidelines.
